LECTURE: Black Culture – White Nature



The works of Toni Morrisson, bell hooks, Stuart Hall and others make clear
that white discourses reduce the non-white subject to being a function of the
white subject, not allowing her/him space, permitting neither the recognition
of similarities nor the acceptance of differences except as a means for
knowing the white self. This cultural process justifies the emphasis, in work on
the representation of white people, on the role of images of non-white people
in it.



Rosa Reitsamer,  studied art and music sociology and gender studies at the Universität Wien, Journalist, DJ and Curator.  Editor of the feminist magazine “Female Sequences.” Editorial board of the magazine “Malmoe,” Vienna.  Main focus of her work is in the fields of art, theory and music, with a huge stress on  feminist and anti-racist politics and the question of representation of (white) women in music and visual arts. LECTURE: Anita Witek talks about her work

Anita Witek graduated from the University of Applied Arts in Vienna and 
aquired an MA in Photography from the Royal College of Art, London. 
2002/2003 she was artist in residence at the ISCP in New York.
In her artistic practice she examines the perception of elements that define 
our everyday visual landscape and investigates how individuals, places and 
identities are constructed and mediated. Within her photo and video based 
projects she locates situations and contexts that pose the question of what 
is made visible and what is not made visible to us. One re-occuring motiv is 
space and its temporal status- space to rent, to buy, to be lived in, 
abandoned, used, frequented, closed down. Witek is trying to relate these 
two dimensions-space and time- in such a way that their product is leading 
to a possible event, although the event itself usually remains hidden.
