"All is touching, re-absorption"

Lecture organised in collaboration with Post Conceptual Art Practices/Akbild, Vienna
Emma Hedditch will talk about thinking production with others, in a place produced from thought.

H.arta, Romania 
Lecture: What should art speak about?

H.arta was founded in 2001 by Maria Crista, Anca Gyemant and Rodica Tache. Born as a response to the traditionalist system in Romanian contemporary art, H.arta has been so far active in organizing exhibitions, meetings, debates, workshops in the H.arta Gallery, founded as a not-for-profit space also in 2001, in Timisoara, and in activities with mostly students from Timisoara. 

Talk, presentation  and discussion moderated by Eva Egermann.

The presentation at Akbild/Post Conceptual Art Practices focuses mainly on two projects. About art and the ways we look at the world is a model for a schoolbook that instead of just presenting formal aspects of art, prepares kids to become adults that are aware of the political aspects of their lives.

About us and the others is a book with contributions from Romanian and Swedish artists and theorists on the subjects of exclusion /tolerance. 

“In the course of H.arta education, that started in the last years of communism and continued during early capitalism, they  weren’t trained to question any ideology. They were never given any hint that  their work could represent a tool for understanding and changing something in their real life. H.arta   was taught  that art’s purpose is to inspire just some diffuse nostalgia and longing,  but  never to  raise  questions.”  - H.arta

CV: 

Often located on the border between the artistic and the curatorial, the H.arta projects foster dialogue, participation and criticism-oriented attitude, pushing art mediation into the foreground, as an important form of cultural production. Among the projects carried out by H.arta: What would you do in my place in Vienna? (MuseumsQuartier, Vienna, 2003), Brend (H.arta Gallery, Timisoara, 2004), Painting our way through culture (Prague Biennial 2, 2005), How did you decide to become an artist? ( IASPIS, Stockholm, 2005), About art and the ways we look at the world, (Periferic 7 Biennial/ Social Processes, Iasi, 2006).
